Up until 31 December 2020, the investments in these MMUT's were classified as corporate
investments and included under credit risk, which were risk weighted at a 100% risk weight. From 1 January 2021, these investments were
classified as equity investments in funds and included under investment risk. The look-through approach as outlined in the regulations was adopted
on 1 January 2021 to calculate the risk weighted exposures of these investments.
